MARCH 1ST - FROST, HAIL AND SLEET

Jeremiah Blackleg died from a swelling of the giblets, and it took 6 men to sit on the coffin lid while it was nailed down. Had
Heron Pie for dinner, but the claws and beaks were sticking through the crust. On opening the steaming covering, I found
that Mrs Pustule had left on all the feathers as well. I sent it back to the kitchen with much profanity and demanded that I

Only 3 people attended
the execution due to cheap ale being available at the back door of the Dog Biscuit Shop. Ate some sheep’s brains, pig’s
tongues and a plate of starlings at dinner, washed down with 3 bottles of my best Madeira. Sent for a fourth, but Lurch
informed me that new supplies in the country were unobtainable due to the great shower of mud and filth that had
enveloped the island home of the great fortified wine, due to an outbreak of Spanish Effluvience. This year’s casks of
fermenting Madeira have all been contaminated. The last shipment landed at Lynn was reported to be blighted and unfit
for gentlemanly consumption. On a recent visit to the port, Lurch said he felt an uncontrollable urge had to test a sample
of the bottles which were lying on the quay, but cannot recall the results.

MARCH 4TH - RAIN

Honing

MNORTH WALSHAM &

Regular work parties are usually held on the second and last Sunday of every month. Unpaid volunteers meet on a regular
basis to maintain the vistas surrounding the locks and associated structures along its length. Details of working party dates can
be found at the end of this article.

Recent Developments

In an exciting development the northern stretch of the canal from just above Royston Bridge at Swafield for just over 2 miles
downstream to just below Ebridge Lock has been purchased by the Old Canal Company Ltd. The North Walsham Canal Co
Ltd retains ownership of the canal from Ebridge down to the tail of Honing Lock, from where the tidal stretch to its junction
with the Smallburgh River is own by one of Mr Alistair Paterson’s Farming Companies.

The move is part of an enterprising project by Mr & Mrs Laurie Ashton to restore water to their Bacton Wood Mill to enable it
to start grinding locally produced grain once again. Associated with this is a project to recreate a public footpath from Bacton
Wood, alongside the canal up to the former Wherry Inn at Royston Bridge. The Ashton’s have made great progress in restoring
Bacton Wood Lock with major assistance from the Trust’s work parties. The upstream fore bay has been rebuilt, some repairs have
been carried out to the chamber, and thoughts are now turning to the building and installation of lock gates

A major obstacle is the fact that the canal has been breached 400 yards north of the lock where the River Ant used to pass under
the canal in a culvert. The river now passes in an open channel, it being thought that this breach was created by the local water
company years ago, but as a result the canal bed is now dry down to the mill. As part of the renovation, a working party was held
at Royston Bridge in November 2009, to start clearing years of growth.

Elsewhere the work parties have continued unabated. Sessions at Ebridge have continued the work of clearing trees and bushes
from the canal bed and bank on the north-eastern side upstream of the lock and this has now reached well beyond the mill
pool.

Also in November 2009, the session at Briggate continued the clearance of the millpond. A digger helped to remove large
tree roots and the plan is to completely clear the mill pond to enable the amount of repair and rebuilding work to be correctly
assessed. The final session of 2009 was at Honing Staithe Cut, where work concentrated on improving the path that was created
some time ago.

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GRIFFON COUNTRY HERITAGE-EDINGTHORPE CHURCH
AND THE SIEGFRIED SASSOON CONNECTION

For those of you who don’t know, the village of Edingthorpe lies three miles north-east of North
Walsham. Even when you’ve lived in Norfolk a long time and you think you know the place well -
it can still surprise you. Edingthorpe Church is one of these delightful surprises.You turn off at the
duck pond in the centre of the village, drive along a narrow, muddy lane and after about a quarter
of a mile you find the church located on the crest of the hill - surrounded by a belt of pine trees.
At Easter if you plan a visit, you will find the graveyard full of daffodils.

The war poet Siegfried Sassoon visited the church when he was child on holiday in Norfolk.
The location obviously made an impression on him for, later in life, when he came to write his
autobiography The Old Century and Seven More Years (1938), he remembers the timelessness of
the place:

Siegfried Sassoon

‘It had a very special dignity and simplicity, standing there on its low hill above
the harvest fields, as though it were the faithful servant of the life around it.

All churches are alike in the eyes of our Maker, it now seemed to be saying; it evokes in me a sense of local England and
the centuries behind it, - the harvests it has seen and the pathos of those humble folk who had toiled and died and had

been *“of this parish™’.

In 1924, the present of a new car allowed Sassoon to explore the old haunts of his childhood. Noting in his diary various details
of Edingthorpe Rectory, which his mother had rented for 8 weeks in 1987, he was already recreating the past as literature;

“Mistily I remembered an elongated old shandrydan™ of a vehicle with an elderly horse, in which we used to drive to North
Walsham. Also | remembered the donkeys we used to ride; I rode mine in a donkey race at a local flower show and came
last in a field mostly composed of fat farmers.”

Sassoon used to stay at the Old Rectory each summer with his parents and his two bothers
Michael and Hamo. On his return to Edingthorpe in 1937 he also remarked upon the
village pond, but in less picturesque terms: “There was the black stagnant pond with a few
ducks on it - longer and narrower than it had been in my rememberings... It had always
been an unprepossessing, unfishable pond.

As regards to the church itself, it is fairly unremarkable on the exterior; it has a traditional
rounded tower, so often found in Norfolk and Suffolk. The bottom section is likely to be
late Saxon, with the upper levels dating from the medieval period. If the exterior is plain,
the interior is a delight. Though small and by most standards quite plain, the church has a
wealth of interesting remains. The most unusual of these is readily apparent upon entry; on
the wall above the font is a tattered and worn door. This is the “Paston Door”, thought to
be 12th century.

The plastered walls boast a series of medieval wall paintings, probably from the 14th century.
Though much is worn, the faces of some figures are very well preserved. Moving on, the
rood screen is a delight. It is small, but the circular tracery is very well done. The tracery has
All Saints Church, Edingthorpe been repainted in places, but the 12 painted figures in niches either side of the chancel arch
appear original. There are small, round holes in the screen; these are traditionally held to be
bullet holes from shots fired by Cromwell’s men during the English Civil War.

* To save you looking it up in a dictionary or on Wikipedia, a shandrydan is a disparaging name for an old fashioned vehicle, usually a
2-wheeled cart or chaise, particularly that with a hood.
